1. How to apply

2. Restrictions
Only those who are Jr. high school student age (only for Junior program) and over may apply for this course.

3. Payment deadline
If you require an accommodation arrangement, please ensure to transfer the applicable fees at least 30 days prior to the course starting date.

4. Cancellation
Notification of intention to cancel course participation will only be accepted in writing.  Cancellation by telephone
IS unacceptable.

5. Cancellation charge
In the event of course cancellation, applicants will be required to pay a cancellation fee.

6. Refund policy
Cancellation
Before the course starts:
Applicants may cancel their participation in the course prior to the starting date, however they will be required
to pay a cancellation fee (as detailed above). The cancellation fee will be deducted from the total amount paid.
In cases where the amount received is not enough to cover the full amount of the cancellation charge, applicants
will be asked to make up the difference.
Afull refund will only be given under the following conditions:
a. when an applicant’s spouse or member of their immediate family passes away.
b. natural disasters, transportation strikes any other uncontrollable event occurs.

We take into consideration student requests as listed on the application form and homestay questionnaire, however it may
not be possible to grant all requests.  Kudan reserves the right to make any final decisions in regards to student placement.



There may be a delay in sending the homestay matching report to students due to late receipt of the application, changes in
arrangements, or sudden family cancellation etc.

Hostfamily changes will not be permitted based solely on an individual’s request.

It may occur that two students or more stay in one family due to an application delay, last minute hostfamily cancellation or
change etc.

It may occur that a student is placed with several different families due to an application delay, last minute hostfamily
cancellation or change etc.

Please note that commuting will usually be one hour or more, as the school is not located in a residential area.

HOMESTAY
The lifestyle and customs (toilet, bathroom etc) of each family will vary in each household. Please follow what the other
members of the family do.
Please make every effort to clearly communicate your thoughts and feelings. Kudan staffs are available to assist you if
required. Please also keep it mind that the Japanese way of thinking, manners etc may be different from your home
country.
Please ask permission from your family and school before inviting your friends home or going out.  Please make sure to
give priority to your host family’s schedule. Please also take into consideration their schedules when making requests of
them.
It is not considered acceptable to invite one’s boyfriend/girlfriend into one’s bedroom.
Please keep all valuables (travelers’ checks, cash, watches, cameras etc) in a safe place such as a locked suitcase. Your
personal items are your responsibility.
Please always carry your passport with you.
Every family will have different meal times. Please follow your family’s schedule.
Please obey Japanese law and the school’s regulations in regards to smoking and drinking restrictions.
Driving (car, motorcycle, etc.) is prohibited.

Changes

Please be aware that your hostfamily may be changed in the event of a sudden accident, sickness, natural disaster, or due to
their financial situation etc. If this occurs prior to your departure for Japan, you may be placed temporarily in a hotel or
dormitory until a new placement can be made.
In the case where a homestay has been cancelled after the student has departed for Japan, students may be placed in a hotel
or dormitory until a new arrangement can be made.
In the above two cases, Kudan will pay for any additional accommodation charges and transportation fees, if these fees
exceed your initial payment.  Please note that the cost of meals and other individual expenses will not be covered.
Students will be required to stay in a hotel for the evening in the event that they are unable to reach their homestay due to
arriving on a flight after 7:00 PM.  Students will be responsible for the cost of the hotel.

Kudan reserves the right to make changes in the program schedule (excursions, trips, lessons etc.) and will inform students

of these changes as soon as possible.
