Santiago is quite temperate
though it sees distinct
seasons. Spring (Sept.-Nov.)
has temperatures ranging
from 59°F-79°F (15°C-26° C)
and is normally dry. Summer
(Dec.-Feb.) is quite warm and
dry. Temperatures often
reach above 86°F (30°C)
during the heat of the day,
but evenings are usually
comfortably cool. Fall (March-
May) is very pleasant.
Temperatures can vary from
54°F-79°F (12°C-26°C) and it
rains occasionally. Winters
(June-Aug.) are not very cold
in Santiago. It seldom drops
below freezing and
temperatures during the day
usually range between 41°F-
59°F (5°C-15°C). This is also
the rainiest time of year.
