The Ena Motoi Dormitory is a 
co-ed (both men and women), 
8 floor facility with 33  
carpeted and air-conditioned 
rooms. It is located at the edge 
of Waikiki just a 15 minute 
walk to ICC and 2 blocks from 
Waikiki Beach.  
 
 

Security is excellent 
with keyed entry at 
the main door, the 
elevator and the 
room.  
 
Rooms are furnished 
with a large bed, 
chest of drawers, a 
standing clothes 
closet (armoire), desk with chair, mini refrigerator 
and a small sink; bed sheets, pillow and towels are 
provided upon arrival.  
 
Men and women are on separate floors and have 
shared same sex bathrooms. There is a common 
kitchen on the 2nd floor with a microwave oven, 
stove, sink, a refrigerator and some cooking  
utensils.

and drinking utensils. There is a coin-operated  
laundry facility with a washer and dryer also on the 
2nd floor. The building has wireless internet access. 
Only single rooms are available. The dormitory 
welcomes ICC students as well as other clients.
