Highlights
of the calendar year are,
above all, the wild days of
revelry during the Cologne
Carnival (February); the
August c/o pop, one of
the biggest music festivals
in  Germany; and, of
course, the vyearly Gay
Pride  celebration  on
Christopher Street Day,
with its colourful parade

Cultural programme

The cultural program takes place on at least three
afternoons/evenings a week during summer (July and
August), and once a week during the rest of the year.

At the end of each week we will inform you of the
cultural program of the following week. Among the
things we offer will be: historical tours, sports, films,
nightlife, theatre and museum visits, excursions (like
boat rides on the Rhine or bicycle tours to Bonn and the
romantic Rhine valley), a barbecue or karaoke-party.

Although there aren’t normally any activities organised
for the weekends, we will always give you some advice,
e.g. for daily trips to Aachen, Bonn, Duisseldorf,
Frankfurt, Koblenz, Minster or weekend trips to Berlin,
Munich, Amsterdam, Brussels and Paris.

Accommodation

TANDEM® KdIn has a professional accommodation
service for students who wish to use it. The most
popular way to live in our town is in a single room in
a shared flat together with one or more ,Cologners”.
All TANDEM-arranged accommodation provides self-
catering facilities with access to kitchen and bath or
shower. On request, we can also look for a family
accommodation (including breakfast or half-board):

1. Registration

Please fill in and send us the enrolment form. We will send you your confirmation
and ask you for a first instalment of EUR 200 (or 50% of the total course fee in
case you have to apply for a visa). A place on the course will be reserved upon
receipt of the deposit at: Postbank Dortmund, 44132 Dortmund, BIC (Swift): PB

2. Minimum age

Participants must be at least 16 years old. Students younger than 18 years
have to send a parental consent form signed by their parents together with the
enrolment.

3. Days without lessons /Missed classes

There are no lessons on weekends and public holidays. Public holidays are not
refundable. Classes that have not been attended by the student for personal
reasons can neither be refunded nor taken at a later date.

4. Terms of payment

It is the student’s duty to pay the fees on time. For our intensive classes all fees
must be paid by the first course day at the latest. The student is responsible for all
bank fees. If the student does not attend the classes or discontinues attendance
before the course ends, TANDEM® Ké&In has the right to demand the entire
course fees as well as the whole rent payment.

5. Non-implementation

In case there are exceptionally not enough registrations for any one class, the
student and TANDEM® KéIn may agree to compensate for the course booked
with individual lessons. Students registered will be informed of offers to that
effect in good time.

6. Cancellation

It is possible to cancel any time before the course starts. In some cases
participation in a later language course will be accepted; all arrangements
have to be made in co-ordination with the enrolment office in Kaln in time. A
cancellation must be made in writing.

a. If the cancellation order arrives at least 4 weeks before the course is to start
a fee for administrative costs of EUR 100.00 must be paid. We will refund the
amount paid in advance exceeding EUR 100.00.

b. For a cancellation at a later date 50% of the full costs have to be paid. A
booking of a substitute student can be accepted.

c. If a student doesn't report to the school or discontinues a language course for
reasons TANDEM KéIn cannot be held responsible for, fees or parts thereof will
not be refunded. Fees still open will have to be paid.

7. Visa (if required)

a. After the deposit of 50% of the total costs has been received, Tandem KéIn will
send you an original invitation fo be presented at the German Consulate.

b. If the visa is granted, the school requires a written re-confirmation of the
booking.

c. If the visa is not granted, the school requires the written rejection from the
Consulate and will refund the deposit minus EUR 200 visa processing fee.

8. Accommodation

Accommodation is provided only for the duration of the course. In case the
student wants to stay there for more time, TANDEM® Ké&In reserves the right to
charge a monthly fee of EUR 35.

9. Data Protection

With the student s consent, their data are processed electronically. Personal data
will only be used for administrative requirements and will at no time be passed
on fo third parties.

10. Insurance

Tandem Kéln assumes no responsibility in case of material or personal
damages. We recommend that students effect liability, accident and health
insurances.

11. The court of jurisdiction
